Sensory Play

Sensory experiences enable children to use their senses to explore
and manipulate objects. Through touch, smell, hear, seeing and
tasting it contributes to a child’s overall learning. When exploring
through sensory play children will also begin to classify objects
based on different textures, which is an important
part of learning.
