Anecdotal
Records

This observation is usually
recorded after the event
has occurred and written

in past tense. It should focus
on what is significant and
recorded in sequential order
to focus on important details.
It may focus on a single
area of development or
cover a number of

developmental areas at once.

Sample

Christopher played with the drama materials for 15
minutes, using the dress-ups and examining
himsel in the mirror. He walked over to the home
corner table and said to another boy, 'Hey give
me that." He took the spoon from the other student,
| spoke to Christopher and asked him to give the
spoon back to the other student. He gave the spoon
back and said, 'l like choc milk and a biscuit too!’ |
asked the children to pack away. Another adult
approached Christopher asking him to help pack
away. Christopher replied to the adult, '"And then
can we go outside?’ The adult replied 'Yes!’
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
