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It was two years later that the object was universally
accepted as a new planet, in part because of
observations by astronomer Johann Elert Bode.
Herschel tried unsuccessfully to name his discovery
Georgium Sidus after King George lll. Instead the
scientific community accepted Bode's suggestion
to name it Uranus, the Greek god of the
sky, as suggested by Bode.
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
